It uses 6 types of transport: funicular, bus, trolleybus, aerial tramway, and
walking. Take a cable car from Tateyama Station to Bijodaira to view the Beautiful Woman
Cedar. Continue by highland bus to Murodo, then tunnel trolley bus through the snow
corridor. Next, take a trolley bus to Daikanbo, followed by ropeway to Kurobedaira
Station. Here you can see Japan’s highest arch dam, about 1,500m.
