Mughal Gardens - In Srinagar are basically the gardens that were built
during the reign on Mughal Emperors. Influenced heavily by the concept of
Persian Gardens or the char bagh, these gardens drew heavily upon Persian
style of architecture. Constructing Mughal Gardens was the most beloved
pastime of the Mughal imperials.

Gulmarg - Has attracted millions of tourists throughout its existence with the
scenic beauty of the Himalayan Mountains in the back drop. One of the main
attractions in Gulmarg is the Gulmarg Gondola, the Highest Cable Car in the
world.

Amer Fort - One of the most magnificent palaces in India. Also commonly
known as the Amber Fort, this majestic building with its maze-like passages
and serpentine staircases is an architectural masterpiece and with significant
importance in Indian history. The ceiling of Sheesh Mahal is carved with tiny
mirror pieces, and it is said that the house gives beautiful vistas of Maota
Lake. Amer Fort was inducted into UNESCO World Heritage Site list as part of
the "Hill Forts of Rajasthan" along with five other forts.

City Palace - Was built by Sawai Jai Singh who headed the Kachwaha
Rajput Clan and holds the credit of being the founder of Jaipur. The palace
served as his residing throne and he started the construction of the palace
way in the 17th century as he wanted to shift the capital of the state from
Amber to Jaipur.

Hawa Mahal - Also known as Palace of Winds, in the center of Rajasthan's
capital. it was designed by Lal Chand Ustadand completed in 1799. The
iconic structure reflects the maharaja’s devotion to Lord Krishna as its
honeycomb pattern resembles the Hindu god’s crown. A honeycomb with its
953 small windows decorated with intricate latticework. Through this screen a
kind of architectural veil, women of the royal household gathered on the upper
floors of the five-story palace to watch street festivals below and freely view
the bazaar and its vibrant proceedings unseen while they remained invisible to
the outside world.

Fatehpur Sikri - Is a small city in northern India, just west of Agra, founded
by a 16th-century Mughal emperor. Red sandstone buildings cluster at its
center. Buland Darwaza gate is the entrance to Jama Masjid mosque. Nearby
is the marble Tomb of Salim Chishti. Diwan-E-Khas hall has a carved central
pillar. Jodha Bais Palace is a mix of Hindu and Mughal styles, next to the
5-story Panch Mahal that overlooks the site.
