¢ Dakbatgol Mural Village - (Also known as Dakbatgol Happy
Village or Dalbatgol) is a, vibrant, residential area in Seo-gu, Busan,
South Korea, famous for its colorful murals, artistic installations, and the
"Stairway of Hope".

¢ The National Maritime Museum - Is a Korean maritime museum
and the third largest museum in the South Korea. Boasts a beautiful
exterior inspired by a water droplet, making it a fitting landmark. The
museum features eight permanent exhibition halls, special exhibition
halls, and a children's museum, showcasing over 14,000 exhibits that
allow visitors to explore the past and glimpse the future through marine
artifacts. In addition, the museum includes a marine library, an
aquarium, a lecture hall, an open-air theater, and a 4D cinema,
functioning not only as a museum but also as a comprehensive cultural
space.

¢ Haeundae Blue Line Park Beach Train - Take a train with a
retro shape, and the direction of the chairs is all facing the seaside, and
you can enjoy the coastline of East Busan along the way.

¢ Gamcheon Culture Village - “Korea’s Santorini.” “Korea’s Machu
Picchu.” “Lego Village.” These are the many nicknames the Busan
neighborhood of Gamcheon 2-dong Village—has earned over the
years.

¢ Huinnyeoul Cultural Village - This is a small coastal village in
Yeongdo, connected to Busan. The southern sea stretches under the
cliff right in front of the village. The only village in Korea with a cliff is the
Huinnyeoul Coastal Village. Feel the coastal village blended with the
cliffs!

¢ Yonggung Temple - Was first built in 1376 by the great Buddhist
teacher known as Naong during the Goryeo Dynasty.

¢ Bulguksa Temple - The representative relic of Gyeongju and was
designated as a World Cultural Asset by UNESCO in 1995. The beauty
of the temple itself and the artistic touch of the stone relics are known
throughout the world.

¢ Cheomseongdae Observatory - Is a 7th century bottle-shaped
stone structure admired by archaeologists worldwide.

¢ Gyeongju Hwangnidan Street - Traditional Korean houses have
been renovated into gourmet restaurants, cafes, photo studios, and
shops, and are popular among young people of the MZ generation. The
streets and buildings are full of retro style, and the old buildings from the
1960s and 1970s preserved in Hwangnidan-ro are very attractive,
making people feel the atmosphere of the time intact.
