High Dam - The Aswan Dam is an embankment dam built across the Nile at Aswan, Egypt
between 1898 and 1902. Since the 1960s, the name commonly refers to the Aswan High Dam.

Unfinished Obelisk - The unfinished obelisk is the largest known ancient obelisk and is
located in the northern region of the stone quarries of ancient Egypt in Aswan, Egypt. Besides
the unfinished obelisk, an unfinished partly worked obelisk base was discovered in 2005 at the
quarries of Aswan.

Temples of Abu Simbel - The Abu Simbel temples are two massive rock temples at Abu
Simbel, a village in Nubia, southern Egypt, near the border with Sudan. They are situated on the
western bank of Lake Nasser, about 230 km southwest of Aswan. The complex is part of the
UNESCO World Heritage Site known as the "Nubian Monuments,"which run from Abu Simbel
downriver to Philae (near Aswan).

¢ Kom Ombo Temple - is an unusual double temple in the town of Kom Ombo in Aswan

Governorate, Upper Egypt. It was constructed during the Ptolemaic dynasty, The building is
unique because its 'double’ design meant that there were courts, halls, sanctuaries and rooms
duplicated for two sets of gods.

¢ Edfu Temple - located on the west bank of the Nile in Edfu, Upper Egypt. The city was known

in Greco-Roman times as Apollonopolis Magna, after the chief god Horus-Apollo.It is one of the
best-preserved shrines in Egypt. The temple, dedicated to the falcon god Horus, the inscriptions
on its walls provide important information on language, myth and religion during the
Greco-Roman period in ancient Egypt.

¢ Karnak Temple - built over two millennia between the years of around 2200 and 360 BCE,

Karnak is a massive Ancient Egyptian temple complex that was one of the country's most
important places of worship under the rules of Hatshepsut, Seti |, Ramesses Il and Ramesses

¢ The Pyramids of Giza - The Giza pyramid complex in Egypt is home to the Great Pyramid,

the Pyramid of Khafre, and the Pyramid of Menkaure, along with their associated pyramid
complexes and the Great Sphinx. All were built during the Fourth Dynasty of the Old Kingdom
of ancient Egypt, between c. 2600 — c. 2500 BC.
