¢ Golden Bauhinia Square - located outside the Hong Kong Convention and
Exhibition Centre on the Wan Chai waterfront marks the most significant occasion in
Hong Kong's history.

¢ Repulse Bay - It is a famous swimming beach. Due to the beautiful scenery and the
green and quiet environment, there are many luxury houses built here, and it is a
concentrated place for the rich. The crescent-shaped beach with a wide beach bed also
attracts tourists to enjoy the pleasant scenery.

¢ West Kowloon - Hong Kong Palace Museum. Visit Old Town Central, Gaslamp Street,
Hollywood Road and the giant murals that are popular in the Internet world.

¢ Tai Cheong Bakery - The warm egg tarts from the 60-year-old Tai Cheong Bakery
are tender, delicious, and fragrant.

¢ Tai Kwun - is the abbreviation of the former police headquarters complex by former
police officers and local people.

¢ Victoria Peak (include one-way cable car) - Standing on the top of the
373-meter-high Victoria Peak, you are flying across the Victoria Harbour. The city of
Hong Kong with more than 3 million inhabitants - “the Kowloon Peninsula on both sides
of the Victoria Harbour, the north shore of Hong Kong Island will be one by one. Show it
in front of your eyes. In this way, a skyscraper stands straight and seems to be within
reach. Don't forget that Hong Kong is one of the most densely populated city in the world.

¢ Former lec Long Firecracker Factory Walkway - The 400-metre
walkway aims to pass on historical memories and is integrated into the
characteristics of the environment for the public to indulge in the natural beauty
of both the historic structures and plants. It will enrich the public’s experiences
of cultural tourism and leisure. Within the site, “The Echo of Firecrackers
—Exhibition of the History of Macao Firecracker Industry” and a souvenir shop
are open to the public.

¢ Our Lady of Sorrows Church - This small church was built in 1966 to
serve the needs of the settlement of Ka Ho, where the families of cured lepers
and a few new cases live. It has a magnificent bronze crucifix over the north
door. It was created and given to Ka Ho by lItalian sculptor Francisco Messima.
Also associated with the building of this church is the name of another Italian
sculptor, Oseo Acconci.

¢ The Grand Lisboa Palace - A new brand leisure & shopping mall in
Macau. You may enjoy a new shopping & leisure experience there!

¢ Ruins of St. Paul's - The ruins of the front wall of St. Paul's Church. The
church was built between 1602 and 1640 and was originally called the "Mother
of God" church, attached to St. Paul's College next to it. Both were destroyed by
the fire of 1835. The "Sanba" is the transliteration of "S&o Paulo". The former
title is "big", which is to distinguish another small tribal church.
