Jeju Haenyeo, these brave women who dive without oxygen tanks and collect seafood
with their bare hands are known as the symbol of Jeju. Since 2015, Jeju Haenyeo culture
was listed as a "UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity" in 2016. During this
visit, you will have the opportunity to explore a haenyeo workshop, learn about their
unique working environment and traditional lifestyle, and hear touching stories passed
down through generations. If weather and timing permit, you may also witness the
haenyeo diving at sea and enjoy freshly caught and cooked seafood prepared by the
divers themselves — a truly authentic taste of Jeju’s coastal heritage.

Udo Island - Was named because it resembles a lying cow. It boasts fertile soil,
abundant schools of fish, and scenic sights, local heritages (Female Divers, stone walls
and stone tombs) as well as natural attractions abound on the island, making it a
miniature of Jeju Island.

Seongup Folk Village - A folk and history museum with miniature display of
traditional villages.

Seongsan Sunrise Peak - The huge rock towering at the eastern end of Jeju Island
is one of the 360 sub-volcanoes of Hallasan Mountain. It is also the world's largest
volcanic crater protruding from the coast.

Camellia Hill Botanical Garden - One of the best gardens in Jeju island. It's
gorgeous during the day. More than 500 species of camellia flowers are in bloom which
you might be fascinated by the smell of the flowers. Not only from the smell of the flowers,
but also from the beautiful scene. Furthermore, you will be able to enjoy the magnificent
view of different types of flowers in different seasons.
